hours to make sure that no warps occur,
If any form, twist the panel in the
opposite direction and add a few more
pins to hold the adjustment.

After the wing is hung up to dry, the
stabilizer may be cut to shape and the
control horn and hinges installed be-
tween the balsa laminations. While this
is drying, cut the vertical stabilizer to
shape, Be sure to sand the airfoil on
the inside surface only. The body can
be cut out now, it should be tapered on
the inside surface only, this in effect
vields a body that is warped towards
the outside of the circle. This simple
little detail helps hold the model against
the lines on overhead maneuvers. Glue
the vertical stabilizer to the body now
and fair it into the body once the glue
has dried.

By this time the glue on the wing
should be rigid enough to allow installa-
tion of the bellerank mount and wing
tip gussets. While the bellerank mount
is drying, the engine nacelles may be
cut out and assembled with Tite-Bond
or equivalent. These should be set aside
to dry for several hours before they are
sanded to final shape. An automotive
body shop sander was used on the
original.

Back to the wing now, at this stage
of construction it will still be pretty
flexible, so if you are planning on a
throttle version I would advise sheeting
the bottom of the leading edge before
setting up the linkage. A ‘“Roberts”
system was used on this model. Rather
than mess with a bunch of belleranks
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and pushrods I used the new R/C
Nyrods and heartily recommend this
new idea for the throttle linkage. After
the control system is working smoothly,
the remaining sheeting and capstrips
are added. This will be your last easy
chance to correct any warps as once the

craft, capable of good flights, the North
American T-28D “Trojan” and the
famed Cessna OI-E “Bird Dog.”

All three aircraft make excellent fly-
ers, distinetive in scale appearance, and
are much in the news, The “Chipmunk”
is rated as one of the best acrobatic
aireraft in the world, while the “T-28D"
and the “Bird Dog"” are in active use in
the Vietnam war,

A four color box contains good gqual-
ity wood throughout, 1/20” thick for
light construction and good flying.
